Car-
bon filter must be replaced 
at least every 3 months.

 • Product shall be cleaned 
accordance with user ma-
nual. If cleaning was not 
carried out in accordance 
with user manual, there 
may be fire risk.

 • Do not use non-fire-
resistant filtering materials 
instead of the current filter.

 • Only use the original parts 
or parts recommended by 
the manufacturer.

 • Do not operate the product 
without the filter and do 
not remove the filters while 
the product is running.

 • When connecting the flue, 
use pipes with a diameter 
of 120 or 150 mm. Pipe

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short as possible and have 
as few elbows as possible.

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3.1 Controlling the appliance

KEY FUNCTION
A : Stop Button Push the stop button, and 

the motor will stop.
B : Low Button Push the low button, and 

the motor will run at low 
speed.

C : Mid Button Push the middle button, 
and the motor will run at 
mid speed.

D : High Button Push the high button, and 
the motor will run at high 
speed.

E : Lamp Button Push the light button and 
the two lights will illumina-
te. Push it again and the 
light will turn off.

3.2 Efficient use in terms of 
energy saving

 • When using your appliance, adjust the 
speed settings according to vapour and 
odour intensity, in order to save energy.

 • Use low speeds (1-2) under normal 
conditions, and high speed (3) and 
boost mode for intense odour and va-
pour.

 • The hood is equipped with lamps in 
order to illuminate the cooking area.

 • Using them for environmental lighting 
shall cause unnecessary energy expen-
diture and insufficient lighting.

 • For your device to consume less 
energy, run it at a low speed level.

 • Your device will reduce energy con-

sumption as it will run more efficiently 
when you provide sufficient air intake 
to it.

 • Set your device to the intense suction 
power level before the formation of 
steam, in cases where you know that 
the dense steam will occur. So, you 
reduce energy consumption by using 
your device for a shorter time as it will 
have a sufficient air intake.

 • Keep the lids of the cookware closed to 
reduce the steam evolving.

3.3 Operating the hood
 • Your appliance contains a motor that 
has various speeds.

 • For better performance, we recom-
mend using low speeds under normal 
conditions and high speeds in cases of 
strong odours and intense vapour.

 • You can start your appliance by pres-
sing on the desired speed setting but-
ton. (B, C,D)

 • You may illuminate the cooking area by 
pressing the lamp (E).

3.4 Replacement of lamp

3 Operation of the appliance
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Make the electrical connections of the 
appliance. Your appliance uses 2X2 W 
spot LED lamp. For replacing the lamps, 
push downwards on the holder from its 
behind, turn it counter-clockwise, and 
take it out downwards. Apply the above 
operation in reverse to install new lamps.

3.5 Operation with flue 
connection 

 • Vapour is extracted thro-
ugh the flue duct, which is 
fastened to the connec-
tion head on the hood.

 • The diameter of the flue duct must be 
the same as the connection ring. In ho-
rizontal settings, the pipe has to have 
a slight upward slope (around 10º) so 
that the air can exit the room easily.

3.6 Operation without flue 
connection

 • Air is filtered through the 
carbon filter and recircu-
lated in the room. Carbon 
filter is used when it is im-
possible to use a flue in 

the house.
 • In flueless use, remove the flaps inside 
the flue adapter.

 • Remove the oil filter. To install the car-
bon filter, fit the filter to the tabs by 
centring it on the plastic piece on both 
sides of the fan body. Tighten it by tur-
ning right or left.

 • Replace aluminium oil filter.

3 Operation of the appliance
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The device should be cleaned and main-
tained regularly. Failure to keep the devi-
ce clean will adversely affect the service 
life of the device.For cleaning and main-
tenance, follow the instructions stated in 
the manual.

Before cleaning and mainte-
nance, unplug the product or 
turn off the switch.

Non-compliance with the pro-
visions associated with the 
cleaning of the device and 
replacement of the filters 
may result in a risk of fire. 
Therefore, it is recommended 
to follow the guidelines sta-
ted here.

Clean using only a cloth dampened with 
neutral liquid detergent. Do not clean 
with tools or instruments. Do not use ab-
rasive products. Do not use alcohol

4.1 Cleaning of grease filter
This filter captures oil particles in the air. 
You are recommended to change your 
filter every 2 months under normal usa-
ge conditions. 

 • The method of removing the filters as 
shown in the picture.

 • Please do not use abrasive detergent 
for it will damage the hood. 

C You may wash your grease 
filters in the dishwasher.

CAUTION: In case of normal 
use, clean your filter once in 
a month.

To install filters for the following four 
steps:

 • Angle the filter into the slots at the back 
of the hood.

 • Push the button on the handle of the 
filter.

 • Release the handle once the filter fits 
into a resting position.

 • Repeat to install all filters.

4.2 Replacement of carbon filters 
Activated carbon filter can be used to 
trap odors. Normally the activated car-
bon filter should be changed every 3 to 
6 months according to your cooking ha-
bits. The installation procedure of activa-
ted carbon filter is as below:

 • Put the carbon filter on the back side of 
the aluminium filter.

 • Insert the steel wire into the frame of 
the aluminium filter, one on each side. 
You need to bend it to insert into the 
other end of the frame.

 • Make sure the steel wire fix the car-
bon filter onto the aluminium filter.

4 Cleaning and maintenance

CAUTION
 • Carbon filter shall never be 
washed.

 • Replace carbon filters once 
every 3 months.

 • You can obtain the carbon 
filter from the authorized 
services.

 • Make sure the filter is se-
curely locked. Otherwise, 
it would loosen and cause 
danger. 

 • When activated carbon fil-
ter attached, the suction 
power will be lowered.

5.1 Position of the appliance

 • Distance between the cooker and the 
cooker hood must be considered prior 
to assembly. This distance should be 
65 cm.

 • Distance must be measured from the 
surface of grate for gas cookers,

 • from surface of glass for electric coo-
kers.

If you have an outlet to the outside, your 
cooker hood can be connected as below 
picture by means of an extraction duct 
(enamel, aluminum, flexible pipe or non-
flammable material with an interior dia-
meter of 120mm)

5.2 Method A
1. To install onto the wall, drill 4 holes of 

Ø 8mm on a suitable place according 
with the centre distance of  hole in the 
back of the cooker hood. See Pic. 1.

2. Insert the nut into the holes.
3. Insert the screws into the nuts and 

tight.
4. Put up the cooker hood onto the fixed 

screws.
5. Then use the attached accessories 

enclosed to turn the screws into the 
two holes of inside the hood, and then 
fix the screws to tighten the hood onto 
the wall.

5.3 Method B
1. Drill 4 holes of Ø 6mm at the bottom of 

the hanging cupboard.
2. Put the outlet on the cooker hood, then 

install the cooker hood on the bottom 
of the cupboard, tighten the cooker 
hood with enclosed 4 screws.

3. Install the adjusted board on the bot-
tom of the hood in order to keep out 
the gap between hood back and cup-
board.

5.4 Noice 
There are 2 methods for ventilation, inc-
luding ‘ horizontal ventilation’ and ‘ ver-
tical ventilation’. Please pay attention to 
the ventilation method when installation.
Horizontal ventilation: See Pic. 3, please 
use the cover to seal the outlet on the 
top, then the air can be vented from back.

5.5 Air Ventilation Setting
Outdoor air ventilation: Turn the adjuster to outdoor position(pic.5A), install the out-
let, turn on the cooker hood, then the air will be vented from the outside outlet.
Indoor air ventilation: Turn the adjuster to indoor position (pic.5B), install the outlet 
cover, turn on the cooker hood, then the air can be vented from the inside outlet.

5.6 Storage
 • If you do not intend to use the appliance for a long time, store it carefully.
 • Before lifting the appliance unplug it and then let it cool completely.
 • Keep the appliance and its accessories in their original packages.
 • Store it in a cool, dry place.
 • Always keep the appliance out of the reach of children.
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5.7 Handling and transportation
 • During handling and transportation, carry the appliance in its original packaging. 
The packaging of the appliance protects it against physical damages.

 • Do not place heavy loads on the appliance or the packaging. The appliance may 
be damaged.

 • Dropping the appliance will render it non-operational or cause permanent damage.
